The team roster may consist of a maximum of 16 players, all players must be named on the players 
list including their shirt numbers. 

 
3. Eligibility to play: 

 

Girls and boys are allowed to play together in a team. 

 
4. Reference date: 

The cut-off date for all age groups is January 1st (for example, for the 2017 age group: January 1, 
2017). Late born players are not eligible to play. Girls may be one year older.
